DEFINITION

In teaching geography across the primary curriculum we are developing knowledge and skills and understanding of places, processes, patterns, environmental change and sustainable development through an enquiry based approach.

AIMS

· To stimulate children’s interest in their surroundings, the wider world and in the variety of human and physical conditions on the Earth’s surface.

· To develop children’s geographical enquiry and interpretative skills through theme led work including fieldwork studies.

· To help children develop an informed concern about the quality of the environment now and in the future.

· To promote world citizenship through the study of local, national and global issues and to develop a sense of responsibility for the care of the Earth.

· Objectives
· To extend their awareness of, and develop their interest in their surroundings and the wider environment.

· To use key questions to develop enquiry skills at all levels, including the understanding and use of geographical vocabulary, fieldwork techniques, problem solving exercises, secondary sources, globes maps and atlases.

· To learn about other localities in the United Kingdom and the Developing World and how they contrast with the local area.

· Develop decision making skills to recognise how people manage, improve and sustain environments.

· Demonstrate their knowledge and understanding of the nature of places, patterns and processes.

· Use statistical and numerical data accurately when making geographical explanations and descriptions.

· Develop skills in ICT through research using multi-media and the Internet and through presentation of information using word processing and through presentation of recorded data using graphs.

· Use remote sensing and satellite imagery to identify patterns and processes.

· Following the rolling programme, all staff utilise medium and long term planning, referring to QCA documents ensuring coverage of the National Curriculum requirements.  LCP resource files are used to enhance QCA units.

· Geography is essentially taught as part of a cross curriculum approach, but key skills or topics may be taught discretely where appropriate.

· Consideration will be given to supporting the less able pupil and challenging the more able pupil.

· Where appropriate fieldwork activities will offer the children the opportunity to develop their skills, knowledge and understanding in a practical way.

Role of the link Governor for Geography is responsible for the monitoring the role of Subject Leader.

All teaching staff are responsible for the planning and delivery of the Geography curriculum across the school.
