· enabled children to take part in a greater range of PE/sporting activities and broaden their horizons as to what is possible through the medium of sport. 

· raised the profile of PE and Sport across the whole school community to help to make developments sustainable for the future. 

· allowed us to make links with outside sports providers and clubs. 

· given pupils within our school more ownership of the type of sporting activity they take part in through training Playground Leaders. This paves the way for them to become Sports Leaders or Higher Sports Leaders in future phases of their Education.

Attainment and Impact

Children have been tracked each term using our foundation assessment proforma. At the end of the year, data was inputted onto SPTO, which is our school tracking system.  Children have been continually assessed and feedback has been given to staff by Prostars for the relevant year groups. Those staff teaching their own year group have completed similar proformas to ensure consistency throughout the school.  

Prostars deliver PE lessons in each year group for part of the year and then the class teacher teaches PE for the rest of the year. This means that both the class teachers and members of staff from Prostars are responsible for planning and assessing PE. This year we have identified those children who are emerging/exceeding in each aspect of PEThese children have been monitored and data has been included in the subject leader report forms. . Pupil Premium and SEN children have also been tracked throughout the year. This has supported our continuous CPD programme.

CPD for staff

CPD for staff took place weekly throughout the year from Autumn Term 2 to Summer term 2. Staff questionnaires were completed and areas for development were identified. Staff also identified how confident they felt about teaching aspects of the PE curriculum. These results were taken into account whilst planning the CPD and the CPD focus was discussed with staff depending on their own personal requirements.  This CPD programme has had a positive impact on the teaching of PE at Tutshill as staff are now feeling more confident whilst teaching those areas covered. These sessions have enabled staff to use a wider range of equipment and teaching ideas have been shared and demonstrated. This will support future teaching and help to promote a more positive approach to teaching PE. Following the success of this year’s CPD programme, we will be continuing the CPD but changing it slightly to include a session where the teacher will be observed by the coach and strengths and next steps will be identified.  
Martial Art Assembly and workshops

During these sessions, children experienced the discipline of martial arts and broadened their awareness of the importance of self-defence. They also had the opportunity to consider how our School Values link in to the ethos of martial arts. This was a success and the children participated with enthusiasm and developed their skills of following instructions and listening. The impact following this event was that children had the opportunity to consider joining local clubs to further their skills. 
Rubicon Dance Workshops

Year Five and Six children had the opportunity to take part in dance sessions led by a qualified dance instructor. All children developed their skills of teamwork and co-ordination. They listened to a range of different music genres and developed an awareness of different ways to move to the beat. The impact of these dance sessions were that the children developed their growth mindset and positive well-being whilst working both individually and as part of a group. The children clearly benefitted from the expertise of the Rubicon dance teacher and responded positively whilst reflecting on their experience. 

Caving Experience

A mobile cave visited our school as part of our aim to increase children’s physical activity levels and expand their knowledge of sports. The purpose of this event was to encourage children to consider an activity that they may not have experienced previously.  Many children were unsure at first but they demonstrated their School Values of perseverance and courage to travel through the cave.  The impact of caving was evident as the children became more resilient and confident whilst trying new activities. They also demonstrated great teamwork and support for their peers.
Sports Relief
This was a successful fundraising week and developed the children’s sporting skills. The children were given the opportunity to take part in a ‘Daley Challenge’. These challenges ranged from a danceathon to a whole school circuits session with parents. The impact of this week was evident as the whole school community became involved and the children were able to learn and develop new skills whilst working in a range of different situations.  

World Cup Week
The School Council worked together to plan a week of exciting activities. The week was a great success and we invited a number of external providers into our school to lead workshops and training sessions. Our School Vision and Values were evident throughout the week. The children also used their growth mindset whilst challenging themselves to complete the more unfamiliar activities. 

Yoga Workshops:

The children all had the opportunity to take part in a yoga workshop. They had to think carefully about their breathing and the way in which they moved their body. The children thought carefully about mindfulness and how they can move in different ways, stretching a range of muscles.

The staff also took part in staff training. The yoga workshops has had a positive impact on our teaching as staff have been provided with ideas and suitable movements to use whilst working with children and the children have had the experience of developing their own skills as well.

Holiday Clubs:
We have offered holiday clubs in each school holiday during the academic year 2017-2018. These were free for children to attend and were run by sports coaches. These clubs gave children enhanced opportunities to take part in fun and active challenges and activities. The clubs were well attended and both parents and children were very positive about this initiative.
Lunchtime Clubs
Sports coaches have delivered sports clubs twice a week to both Key Stages One and Two. These were well attended and children were given opportunities to take part in a wider choice of activities. The impact of these clubs has been evident as children are now using the skills they have learnt and applying them to a range of different situations. They are playing a wider range of games both at lunchtime and breaktimes. 
After School Clubs:                                                                                                                                              A wide number of after school clubs have taken place this year. These have included: hockey, archery, rounders, tri-Golf, multi-sports, cross country, traditional games, netball, kwik Cricket and football. All children have been given the opportunity to attend and those children who have taken part have been enthusiastic whilst talking about what they had learned and were able to explain what each club had involved. They have enjoyed all of the after school sports clubs that have been offered. The impact of the after school clubs has been evident as children’s skills have been developed and we have been able to enter netball and hockey tournaments as a result of them. It is hoped that children will continue to develop the skills and look into joining local clubs. Some children from Year Five and Year Six have now started attending the local netball club. Whilst attending the Quick Sticks hockey final in Gloucester, one child was spotted and asked to attend Gloucester hickey club where he now attends.    
Kwik cricket tournaments:

During the Summer Term, children from all year groups in Key Stage Two were given the opportunity to take part in Kwik cricket tournaments against other Gloucestershire schools.  All of the children took part with enthusiasm and worked well as part of a team. This was a

I have also spoken to those children who have had the opportunity to take part in tournaments outside of school and it was clear that they have all thoroughly enjoyed the experience.

Swimming:

Year Two and Year Five have both had the opportunity to take part in a term’s swimming lessons at Lydney Swimming Pool. They have developed their swimming styles and some children were given the opportunity to take part in lifesaving lessons. The children were motivated and challenged themselves to learn new skills.
