Use one-handed tools and equipment and use simple tools to make things with..

Know that I can find out things from books and computers.


Read and understand simple sentences, using what I know about letters and sounds and show I have understood what I have read when talking with others. Name and sound out the letters of the alphabet.

Make up a line that rhymes with another one.


Recognise some words and read simple sentences.   Use some words and phrases that I have read in books.  I know how to say the initial sound in words once I have heard it.
Break words up into sounds and know which letters make up some of the sounds.

Enjoy different types of books.
Write my own name and some other words I know.

Write short sentences about things I know well.


Hear and say the initial sound in words, explaining the meaning of marks as I draw them. 

Break words up into sounds and add them back together again.

Understand that sentences that are spoken aloud can be broken down into separate words.

Use some correct letters in my writing, using sounds correctly and in the right order.

Write words, some spelt correctly, by using what I know about letters and sounds, putting them in a simple sentence which can be read by myself and others.

	Developing my understanding of how to 

Try and answer number questions.

 Know that I can use numbers to tell how many things are in a group, starting to use different things to help count.


Play with shapes and make patterns with things, noting that some things around me have similar shapes. 

Draw numbers in different ways and that I can use numbers to count anything and sometimes use the right words for numbers when I play.


A group can be split into various smaller groups, but still add up to the same number.

Of the order of numbers from 1-10.

 Estimating to say when two piles of things have the same number of things in them.


	Develop my understanding of how to

Compared positions of objects to others such as 'behind them' or 'next to'.


Count as I separate up to six things from a larger group.

 Know numbers 1 to 5 and choose the correct number to show either 1 to 5, then 1 to 10 objects.

Place a few things in line by their length or height.

 Count up to 10 things that are spread out.


Find one more or one fewer from a group of up to five things,, and then do the same from a group of ten things

Estimate how many things are in a group and then check them by counting.

Be reliable when I count numbers from one to twenty, placing them in order, using mathematical terms accurately and solve some number problems.


Talk about adding and subtracting during activities and discussions knowing when to use words like 'more' and' fewer' when comparing two groups of things.

Record things with marks and talk about them later.


Use proper names for shapes that are solid or flat.

 Use simple ways to count time over a short period.

Pick out a specific shape when asked to.

Estimate a number of objects and check quantities by counting up to 20.

Solve practical problems that involve combining groups of 2, 5 or 10, or sharing into equal groups.

Estimate, measure, weigh and compare and order objects and talk about properties, position and time.

Make up role-play and pretend about what has happened to me using toys to create a story.

Use words to describe how things feel when I touch them showing feelings through movements.

Copy movements when listening to music, tapping a few simple beats.

Join materials together and know that tools can be used for a purpose.

 know the difference between past and present events in their own lives and some reasons why people’s lives were different in the past.
